“Integrated Management of Fusarium Head Blight in Wheat”  
Dr. Don Hershman, Extension Plant Pathologist, University of Kentucky, Princeton, KY
Fusarium head blight (head scab) can be a devastating disease for wheat. Head scab can be successfully managed, but no single control tactic (such as resistant variety or fungicide) will provide acceptable control when disease pressure is moderate to severe. Instead, an integrated approach involving different tactics must be used.  This presentation will discuss how to best use available head scab management tactics in an integrated program.
